The issuing of results

U6 A2 results are issued via individual Houses on Thursday 18th August 2011.  Your daughter or son will be given details by her or his own HM on how results are issued.  

L6 AS results are issued on Thursday 18th August 2011 by the Exam Office on the following numbers 01992 706229, 01992 706279, 01992 706409 or 01992 706375.
The results slips will be posted to you by the School on that day. The intention is to publish the results for all pupils on the Pupil Portal by 1 pm Thursday 18th August 2011 and published on the Parental Portal by 1pm Friday 19th August.
GCSE/IGCSE results slips may be obtained after 9.00 am on Thursday 25th August 2011 by the pupils in person, from the office opposite the Book Room.  Alternatively results can be received by telephone on 01992 706229, 01992 706279, 01992 706409 or 01992 706375. Any uncollected results slips will be posted at 4 pm on that day.

Clearly, it is vital that the address held by the Exam Office is up-to-date.  Please inform us immediately of any recent change.  The address held is the one to which the examination certificates will be sent in November. 

Middles pupils wanting RS results are kindly requested to delay contacting the school by telephone until after lunch.  This enables the Fifths to receive their GCSE/IGCSE results first.  The intention is to publish the results for all pupils on the Pupil Portal by 1 pm Thursday 25th August 2011 and published on the Parental Portal by 1pm Friday 26th August.
Please ensure that result slips are carefully checked and contact the Exam Office immediately, if you think there has been an error.

Upper Sixth pupils

In the event that your son or daughter has underperformed, please note that we are unable to offer tuition for A Level retakes unless he or she repeats the Upper Sixth year.  The most sensible way forward is to explore alternative options through tutorial colleges which specialise in preparing for re-takes.  In the event that you wish to discuss the practicalities of re-taking A level modules, please contact the Academic Registrar, Mr Neil Athey on 01992 706376 or on his mobile 07787131704.

Appeals following A2, AS and GCSE results
It is important to note that very few requests for re-marks result in a change of grade.  The majority of re-mark requests show that the original marking was accurate.  Moreover, enquiries about results with the boards may lead to marks and grades going down.  

Pupils in the Upper Sixth and the Fifth form who might wish to appeal against their results, should refer directly to the separate document entitled "Important Information about Appeals" which sets out the procedures to be followed.
Please note that I/GCSE paper scores and grade boundaries will not be available until Thursday 1st September and so it is only then that the school will be able to advise appropriately on issues to do with appeals and re-marks.
For pupils in Lower Sixth AS and Middles we recommend you take the advice of the Examination Boards, which is to:

 'Look at your results slip and think about the units that you have not done so well in.  Was that expected or not?  Would it be better to accept a rather disappointing result for one unit and get on with your next units, which you might do well in?  Remember it is much more important to get a good grade on a unit worth 20% than on a unit worth 15%.'
In the first instance Lower Sixth pupils should request a photocopy of their script. The deadline for this is 25th August. This will allow the pupil and his or her teacher to review the work. All discussions regarding re-marks can take place once term has commenced. The deadline for re-marking AS scripts is 20th September.
Changing option choices in the light of GCSE/IGCSE performance

If, in the light of actual performance, your daughter or son wishes to investigate the possibility of changing A Level or IB Options please e-mail Mrs Debbie Miranda or myself. While no promises can be made, a pupil’s chances of securing option changes would be enhanced if the School is alerted quickly to a change of mind.  Similarly, if in the light of AS results, a pupil wishes to discuss his or her option choices for A2, please e-mail Mrs Miranda as soon as possible.
