The Role

The Biology Department
An opportunity has arisen to join an outstanding Biology department.

The school is looking for a dynamic and committed teacher to teach from Lower School 1 through to the Upper Sixth. The Lower School
pupils (Years 7 and 8) follow a bespoke course that will require teaching across the sciences. In Removes (Year 9) our pupils start the
Edexcel International GCSE course. The Sixth Form pupils will undertake either A Level biology with AQA or the International
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme. In addition, we deliver the Environmental Systems and Societies course for the IBDP.

The applicant will ideally have an interest in fostering a varied approach to learning; be open to using digital tools in teaching and
learning and have a familiarity with Google Workspace. We are proud to be a digital department, where pupils have access to iPads for
all of their learning and note-taking. As such, our classrooms are innovative learning spaces, equipped with iPads, MacBooks, and Apple
TVs, as well as white boards and other teaching resources.

The applicant will be educated to a degree level with a relevant Science subject and will have experience of teaching at GCSE and A
Level, IB teaching is desirable but not essential. They will have an interest in fostering lifelong learning in our pupils and the ability to
stretch pupils beyond the biology curriculum.

It is an exciting time to join the Biology Department at Haileybury as from September 2023 there will be a new Biology teaching building
as part of our SciTech development, of which more information can be found here.

e Supervise pupils as part of a boarding house tutor team; this will include carrying out an evening boarding house duty, and
occasional Saturday evening and Sunday commitments.

e  Share responsibility for all pupils within the School (especially those in your teaching or tutor groups) in liaison with
appropriate Heads of Department, Housemasters and Housemistresses and senior managers.

e Maintain good order and discipline among the pupils and safeguard their health and safety both when they are on the School
premises and when they are engaged in School activities elsewhere.
